Students are trained to function as entry- and
mid-level practitioner-scientists to provide environmental support and
address challenging behavior in diverse communities. The Occupational
Endorsement Certificate in Applied Behavior Analysisis best suited

for practicing professionals aiming to expand their professional
development and students who have already graduated with a 4-year
degree planning to work toward Board Certified Assistant Behavior
Anayst® certification.
